Face masks worn by patients infected with tuberculosis (TB) may be able to significantly cut transmission rates to non-infected patients, according to a new study by researchers from the U.S. and South Africa. They found that when infectious patients with MDR-TB wore masks that the transmission rate was decreased by 50%.
